Executive Director’s Report

We have enjoyed a productive year, focusing on the delivery of a quality artistic program and
fulfilling the aims of the Foundation, and have seen success across all areas, as evidenced later in
this report in the key performance indicators (KPIs). It goes without saying that each KPI takes
careful planning, and the report is a summary of data that in no way encapsulates the experiential
benefits of such programming for the community.

Community engagement has been energetic this year, as we delivered a series of creative,
accessible activities held in multiple venues, including schools, Ellenbrook Shopping Centre, and
our own venues. Such venues are essential to our contribution to the community, providing
cultural infrastructure that creates safe spaces for art exhibitions, workshops, community
gatherings, discourse, gatherings and events. These spaces have become pillars of artistic
expression, creating opportunities for local artists and attracting regional, national, and
international exhibitions. This year has been no exception, with good foot traffic through both
venues.

The Creativity for Schools project funded by the DLGSCI delivered a series of six artist-in-
residence opportunities to local schools for a series of ten-week programs that engaged students
in quality artistic learning, with tangible outcomes that will be visible in the school community,
such as murals and public artworks.

About Ellenbrook Arts

The Ellenbrook Cultural Foundation (ECF) was established in 2002 and provides leadership in
arts and culture for the Ellenbrook community via the management and development of
cultural facilities and through quality arts and cultural programming. The ECF manages The
Gallery at 34 Main Street and the Grapevine Community Arts Space at 1 Arrowsmith Avenue,
both are designed for art workshops, gatherings and events.

Between eight to twelve exhibitions have been presented annually since 2006. These
include touring shows, local community exhibitions, exhibitions of national significance,
and the Ellenbrook Art Award, an annual signature event that celebrates artistic
excellence for artists across Western Australia. Curatorial rigor is maintained by
employing and commissioning suitably qualified artists, curators and panelists, with a
proportion of qualified art professionals on both the Board of management and the staff
team. The visual art program forms the backbone of our activities and is the creative
impetus for community engagement activities such as artist talks, workshops and events.

It is important that there is a balance of types of exhibitions, from local to international,
as each plays a role in providing content that is of interest to a wide range of audiences,
and can also provide quality and enriching content that may not otherwise be accessible
by the community.

Behind the Lines was a travelling
exhibition developed and presented by

Fiona Rafferty’s art practice is inspired by a lifelong interest in the natural world and
observations of the increasing impact human intervention has on the environment. Her
work begins with a particular region, is site-specific and informed by social,
anthropological, ecological, and political issues.

Excavation, industrialization, site-lines, and mapping are key components, and her multi-
disciplinary practice includes drawing, painting, print-making, photography and artist
books. A drawing day with live Carnaby Cockatoos was held during the exhibition, as
well as an artist talk, and these raised funds for the Carnaby Crusaders nesting box
campaign.
